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Worcester County Commissioner John “Sonny” Bloxom Announces Candidacy for the Maryland House of Delegates

Pocomoke City January 23, 2006 – Worcester County Commissioner John “Sonny” Bloxom, Republican, announced today his candidacy for the Maryland House of Delegates, District 38B.

“I was born and raised on the Eastern Shore and raised my family here,” Bloxom says. “I have been fortunate to have been able to contribute to my community and I see this as an opportunity to further my contribution to the Eastern Shore.”

Bloxom began his career in public service in 1990 when he was first elected to the Worcester County Commissioners, serving five years. He was elected again in 1998 and is currently serving in his second consecutive term. 

With more than a dozen years of public service in Worcester County, Bloxom says he has worked to keep the tax rate low, helped bring county government into the 21st century and has been a strong supporter of the school system.  
As a State Delegate, Bloxom says he’ll continue the effort to improve life on the Eastern Shore, including working with Gov. Robert Ehrlich to make Maryland more business friendly.

“Businesses are the entities that create jobs, not the government. We need to encourage business to create more good paying jobs with benefits on the Eastern Shore so our young people will not have to move away to make a living.”

Bloxom says the state must also stop the rising cost of health care. 

“The state is only treating the symptoms and not trying to cure the problem. Instead, the general assembly passes the ‘Wal-Mart’ Bill to create another tax, which will be passed to the consumer. There must be more emphasis on preventative medicine and a return to health care decisions being made by the patients and doctors, not by government imposed regulations.”

He will work with the governor, Bloxom says, to continue to control government spending.

“Gov. Ehrlich inherited a huge deficit and has been able to turn it around into a surplus in three years by careful and often difficult spending decisions. My record as a County Commissioner for 13 years proves my ability to do the same and I will work with him to make state government work for our citizens.”

A former Merchant Marine and U.S. Naval Reserve Officer, Bloxom has been an attorney in private practice in Worcester County since 1977. He has also worked as an Assistant State’s Attorney and attorney for Pocomoke City and the Board of Education. He is currently the secretary of the Maryland Association of Counties Board of Directors.
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
